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Answers:  

1. Some went and told the Pharisees and whom formed a council to do something about Jesus; 

They were afraid of losing their place and nation; from that day forth they took counsel together 

for to put him to death; 

2. Jesus went to be betrayed, condemned, mocked, scourged, crucified, and rise again the 

third day;  

3. If any man knew where Jesus was, he should reveal it, that they might take him; to take 

Jesus by subtlety, and kill Him;   

4. When the people heard Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, they met Him with palm branches, 

crying, “Blessed is the King of Israel that cometh in the name of the Lord”; Not until Jesus rose 

again;   

5. That one would betray Him; they would all be offended because of Jesus, scatter, and Peter 

would betray Him three times before the cock crowed twice; 

6. If they love Him, keep His commands and He would send the Comforter to abide with them 

forever; The Comforter is the Holy Ghost; He would teach them and bring back to remembrance 

everything Jesus taught them; 

7. “That ye love one another, as I have loved you”; friends; 

8. Peter and James and John; fell asleep; one of them that stood by drew a sword, and smote a 

servant of the high priest, and cut off his ear and then they all fled; 

9. Peter followed Jesus from afar, denied Jesus three times, the cock crowed, Jesus turned, 

and looked upon Peter. And Peter remembered the word of the Lord;
